CHILD & FAMILY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS

Medical Home Policy
In accordance with Performance Standards 1304.20(a)(1)(i) and 1304.20(a)(1)(ii)– In determining a child's health status and whether each child has an on-going source of continuous, accessible health care, CAT Head Start will ask the health care provider to document that the child is: up to date on a schedule of well child care that meets the EPSDT requirements, is up to date on an immunization schedule recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and able to participate in early childhood education activities. 
If the child has a special need that would require special adaptations or treatment in the classroom, these will be documented so that the program can accommodate the child and the family.  An individualized health care plan will be developed for the child in partnership with the child's family, health care provider and any other persons involved in the child's care.

This documentation shall be requested and in the child file within 30-90 days, based on enrollment date of the child.  Any follow up treatment or appointments will be documented by program staff. Program staff will support families if needed with follow up treatment appointments. Documentation of the follow up activities and outcomes, shall be maintained in the child’s file. 
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
