Devereux Early Child Assessment Documentation and Level Planning Procedures

The DECA will be used as an assessment tool for children who are displaying Tier 2 and Tier 3 challenging behavior and results used as stated in Procedure 2-36 when developing Action and Behavior Plans. Children must be observed in the classroom for a minimum period of one month before the assessment protocol is completed.  Data supporting observations will be recorded using TS Gold.  The date of assessment will be written in the child’s file and recorded in the Table of Content section.  The assessor will document in the S.O.A.P. whether initiative, attachment, self-control, behavior concerns or total protective factors were typical, an area of concern, or strength.  The following table indicates the level of service and documentation required.  Document the plan of action in the S.O.A.P. according to the plans required for the levels listed below.
