Emergency Medical/Dental Action Plan

In the event of a medical or dental emergency, ask for available staff to help as needed.  
1. Always follow universal precautions when handling bodily fluids:



a.
Wear protective vinyl or rubber gloves (latex free).
          

b.
Soak up any large spillages with absorbent granules, paper or  

      
cloth and wrap up in plastic bags and throw away.


c.
After cleaning up visible blood or other organic material use 

a chemical disinfectant such as household bleach and leave 

the disinfection fluid on the surface for as long as possible.

d.
A washing machine with a hot wash cycle at 170 degrees
 with a biological enzyme containing detergent will disinfect 

laundry. 
e.
After clean up, wash hands and body parts exposed to 

bodily fluids thoroughly with soap and water.  
         2.    First Aid supplies are located in the classroom.  Administer first aid as 

                needed. Following Policy 3-8, no medications will be given without written permission.
3.  In the event of a severe emergency, have another staff person call 911   

      and the parent.  If the parent is unavailable, contact the emergency 
      contact listed on emergency care form 3-11.  A staff person will 
      accompany the child to the hospital, bringing emergency care form 
      3-11and will remain with the child until the parent or emergency  

      contact person arrives.  

4.  When a tooth has been knocked out or broken, wrap the tooth in a
     clean, damp cloth, or place in a cup of milk, send the tooth with the 
     child to the dentist immediately.

5. Fill out an accident report form 3-21 as soon as possible, listing any witnesses and notify the Program Director that day. Complete this form for injuries requiring preventative measures, more serious child injury (doctor or hospital visit), parent called because of child injury concern, or property damage.
6. Complete Ouch Form 3-1 when there is a very minor injury to child (latex free bandaid or hug was required).  
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
